ANNEX - Overview IBAN countries

What is an IBAN?

For payments emanating from and destined for abroad, the European banks (ECBS) have agreed to structure bank accounts in a uniform way.

This uniform structure of the account number is known as IBAN (International Bank Account Number). An IBAN consists of the code of the country where the account is held, 2 numeric check digits and a national account number (your traditional account number). This structure facilitates automatic execution of international payments, and ensures correct identification of the beneficiary's account.
