Budgetary guidelines
· (1) Total budget of the proposal: the total budget of the proposal may not exceed 600.000 € for 3 years.


Total yearly cost may not exceed in average 80.000 €/partner. This implies that the total budget per Belgian partner may not exceed 240.000€ for 3 year projects. For the non-Belgian partner see point (8)
· (2) Staff: Pre-tax wages tied to cost of living increases, employers’ social security and statutory insurance contributions, as well as any other compensation or allowance due by law and secondary to the salary itself. Staff needs to be recruited under a labour contract. So no scholarships can be hired in the frame of the project.
(The average cost of 1 full time equivalent researcher is about 55.000 euro per year)
· (3) Operation: Can be chosen between actual costs or a fixed sum.
Actual costs (invoices will be required): Routine laboratory, workshop and office supplies and products; documentation; trips and stays; utilisation of computer systems; software; maintenance and operation of machines and apparatus; data costs (costs incurred by the use of large computer systems, transformation of large datasets for further analysis, purchase of data, survey,...); valorisation costs (costs related to the planned valorisation activities excluding staff and operation costs) and more generally, consumables.
The fixed sum: Maximum 10% of the staff cost to be divided prorata over the whole duration of the project.  This fixed sum covers all operation costs including valorization and data costs.

(4) Coordination cost: all staff and/or operation cost that are associated with the scientific, technical and administrative coordination of the network. The total amount of this item may not exceed 2,5% of the total staff and operation costs of the whole project. (only for the coordinator)
· (5) Equipment: Purchase and installation of scientific and technical apparatus and instruments, including computer hardware. (only for the Belgian partners). Equipment should be bought in the first half of the project.
· (6) Overheads: Institutions’ general overheads that cover, in one lump sum, administration, telephone, postal, maintenance, heating, lighting, electricity, rent, machine depreciation, and insurance costs. The total amount of this item may not exceed 5% of the total coordination, staff and operation costs. (only for the Belgian partners)
· (7) Subcontracting: Expenses incurred by a third party to carry out tasks or provide services that require special scientific or technical competences outside the institution’s normal area of activity. The amount may not exceed 10% of the total proposal budget. (only for the Belgian partners)
Data costs: Costs incurred by the use of large computer systems, transformation of large datasets for further analysis, purchase of data, survey,...


Valorisation costs: Costs related to the planned valorisation activities excluding staff and 
operation costs.

Requested budget for consulting agencies may not exceed 25% of the total proposal’s budget. In case the coordinator is a consultant agency his budget can be increased to cover the coordination costs (according to (4)) but within the limitation of the yearly average cost of 80.000 €/partner as stated above.
