Individuals residing or having resided in Belgium, with or without Belgian nationality, who,
with the aim of joining terrorist groups or providing them with active or passive support,
find themselves in one of the following situations:

a) they have travelled to a jihadist conflict zone;

b) they have left Belgium to travel to a jihadist conflict zone;

c) they are on their way to Belgium or have returned to Belgium after travelling to a
jihadist conflict zone;

d) they have, voluntarily or involuntarily, been prevented from travelling to a jihadist
conflict zone;

e) they intend to travel to a jihadist conflict zone, provided that there are serious
indications that they intend to do so;

• Individuals who had been registered under EX_FTF_cat.3: N= 58

➔Total maximum = 171 individuals, 120 men and 51 women

• Limits of the extraction / analysis

• Very few data on the EX_FTF_cat.3

• Contains only non classified information

How many individuals are concerned by a processus of 
reinsertion in Belgium ?

2 indicators:
• Be in Belgium, N= 128

• + Have a right of residence in Belgium

-> approximately 100 individuals

• More than 1/3 = EX_FTF_cat.3 -> not monitored anymore by Cuta
or any other platform

• Lack of information about the EX_FTF_cat.3 -> focus on the 
judicial path of the 86 FTF_cat.3  located in Belgium 8

• Men with long prison sentences (>12 years, N= 13); 5 involved in Paris or 
Brussels’attacks;

• Women recently (post 2019) repatriated from Syria, N = 9;
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DATE OF RETURN / DATE OF CONDEMNATION

• 24 individuals - mostly women (20 on 24) were condemned before 
their return;

• 54 individuals were condemned after their return;

TO RESUME

Number of returnees concerned by a 
reinsertion process in Belgium is low: around 
100;

Most of them are already free;

The socio judicial paths are heterogenous;
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
